This oil painting workshop with 
Victoria Brooks will emphasize 
working quickly and completing 
several oil paintings during the 
week long session. We will be 
using a direct approach, which the 
impressionists called “Alla Prima,” 
or “all at once.”  One of the goals 
of this workshop is to learn to 
simplify and organize visual 
information to capture the essence 
of the moment.  Your completed 
paintings will have a fresh, 
spontaneous feel. We will be 
working from life (plein air) for 
reference and inspiration to capture 
the ambience of these 
Mediterranean locations, and not 
just to “copy.” You will produce 
new, unique, beautiful works of art! 
    
Technique, composition, color and 
values will all be addressed, as a 
group and individually. This class 
is for all levels of painters. Victoria 
will be doing several quick demos, 
as well as giving, frequent, 
constructive class critiques. 
 



We convene in Rome and travel to 
Naples followed by a cruise across 
the Bay of Naples, and in the 
shadow of Mt Vesuvuis, to the 
island of Capri. During the week 
we will visit the island of Capri, its 
village namesake and Anacapri. 
We will also visit the cliff-side 
villages of Positano, Amalfi, and 
Ravello. We will have quality time 
for plenty of painting at each of 
the towns we visit. And, in true 
Toscana Americana Workshops 
style, we will explore the local 
Italian culture, cuisine and wines 
while dining in local cliff-side 
restaurants 100's of feet above the 
water! This is bound to be a 
wonderful week with plenty of 
opportunity to paint "plein air" in 
a relaxed and inspirational 
setting!
